COMMENTS CONCERNING THE DSEIS 

AND RESPONSES TO THE COMMENTS  

 

This section of the FSEIS contains written and oral comments that were received concerning 
the DSEIS.  The DSEIS was issued May 4, 2009 for a 45-day public comment period.  During 
the DSEIS public comment period, written comments were received via letter and email from 8 
agencies, 3 organizations (with 3 comments on behalf of SAVE NE Tacoma), and 360 
individuals, including 1 comment on behalf of the Proponent.  During the DSEIS public meeting, 
17 oral comments were also presented.  These oral comments have been transcribed and are 
included in this section of the FSEIS.  Each written and oral comment is numbered following the 
sequence noted below.  Comments within each comment letter are also numbered and 
responses are provided for each comment immediately following each comment letter. 

Responses are provided for all comments from agencies, organizations, and the Proponent.  
Many of the individual letters were duplicative in content.  While all letters are included in this 
FSEIS, duplicative comment letters were responded to only one time.  See Comment 13 

through Comment 41, and their related comment responses.  Comment letters with expressions 
of opinions, subjective statements, and positions for or against the Proposed Action are listed in 
the table below.  The FSEIS provides one general comment response to these letters without 
further comment to each individual letter.  See Response Page No. 3 - 184.

1997. This document was utilized by the Proponentôs consultant and two City Senior 
Environmental Specialists to identify wetlands on the site, and two regulated wetlands were 
found.

Best management practices will be included as part of the City of Tacoma permitting process. 
 
Comment 2 

 
The City of Tacoma has regulations and requirements to ensure that critical areas and 
stormwater runoff are managed properly and that the proposed project will not adversely impact 
natural systems.  Water quality requirements will be included as part of the City of Tacoma 
permitting process.  Construction documents submitted to the City for approval shall include a 
Construction Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) and will also include drawing 

sheets illustrating proposed temporary erosion and sediment controls.  The plan and physical 
controls utilized will be modified as needed during construction based on actual conditions on 
the site and activities being completed.  An Operations and Maintenance (O&M) Manual will be 
required to be developed for the final site stormwater controls.  The O&M Manual will outline the 

necessary maintenance needed to ensure that the stormwater controls function properly in the 
long term.  The O&M Manual will outline the party responsible for maintenance of the various 
systems.  The O&M Manual will also include source control BMPs for ongoing activities within 

the development including activities common to residential developments such as car washing, 
minor home repair and storage of household chemicals. 
 
 
Also, see DSEIS Section 3.5 Critical Areas, which provides a description of flood hazard 
areas, Joeôs Creek and wetlands, and related proposed mitigation measures. DSEIS Section 
3.6 Stormwater, provides a description of the potential water quality impacts and mitigation 
measures, including compliance with the 2003 Tacoma SWMM, the provisions of the Tacoma 
Municipal Code in effect on November 9, 2007, and other state and federal regulations 

pertaining to stormwater and floodplains. The mitigation measures also require compliance with 
the City of Federal Wayôs adopted water quality standards.  These DSEIS mitigation measures 
have been revised for clarity in the FSEIS in response to comments from the City of Federal 
way, and are included on page 2-10.
